Kroger rewards card users must then have their 

card linked to Friends of the Starkville Public Library. To support the Friends of the 

Starkville Public Library using your existing rewards card, link it to our organization. If you donôt have a card, be sure 

to get one, link it to Friends and then go shopping!! 

                 HOOPLA For Everyone 
         Hoopla is the newest service the library offers to patrons with a current library card. Hoopla enables access to  

movies, music, TV shows, ebooks, audio books, and comic books on any device: Apple, Android, Amazon  Kindle, 

Chromecast, Apple TV, Android TV, Fire TV, Roku, or your computer.  

     To use Hoopla, download the appropriate app for your device from the app store and create an account. An email 

address, an 8ð14 character password, and a Starkville-Oktibbeha County Public Library System Library Card is  

required; no other card in the consortium will work for Hoopla. To use Hoopla on a computer, visit https://

hoopladigital.com. When asked to verify your library, use Starkville-Oktibbeha County Public Library System, which 

is in the list of available libraries in the area. Once an account is created, six downloads per month are permitted. The 

items are automatically returned. Videos are checked out for 3 days, music albums are checked out for 7 days, and 

audiobooks, comics, and ebooks are checked out for 21 days.

 Newsletter time allows us to highlight our prior accomplishments as we plan new year activities. The Friends of the 

Starkville Library Board (FOL) elects officers in September with duties commencing in October. After serving as vice president over 

the past year, I assumed the role of president when Sue Minchew chose to step down after an activity-filled three terms as president. 

Sue will remain active with the FOL Board and is currently serving as the FOL-O-GRAM editor and as chair of the Books and  

Authors events. Connie Forde is our new vice president, and we are fortunate to retain the services of Maureen Lang, secretary, and 

Myrna Lott, treasurer. I look forward to working with this team of officers over the coming year.  

 During Sueôs leadership, FOL held several recognition programs: 

a special tribute program to honor the late Ron Walker, board member and 

former FOL president, by naming the ñAnytime Sale Roomò in his 

memory; a program to recognize all past and current presidents of both the 

FOL and the Library Board of Trustees, with permanent plaques bearing 

their names donated to the library; and a special program honoring the 

Starkville-Oktibbeha County Public Library after it achieved ñStar Li-

braryò status, with each  library staff member receiving a gold star pin. Sue 

led the reorganization of the ñSale Room,ò making books more accessible 

for buyers. Additionally, through her efforts, the FOL-O-Gram has been 

expanded and recently converted to an electronic online format. 

 The primary goal of FOL is to raise money to help finance vari-

ous library activities and to purchase books and other educational materi-

als for the library. We are fortunate to have two rooms within the library to 

house and feature sale books: the Anytime Sale Room, open daily with 50 

cent books; and the Sale Room, open only on sale days with $1-$3 books. 

Carousels adjacent to the circulation desk house also house paperback 

books for purchase. However, we unfortunately still do not have enough 

room to house all of the books so generously donated by our public. Com-

mitted to getting books into the hands of our public, we distribute the ñextraò books to numerous entities within our area, including 

jails, churches, church youth groups, nursing and personal care homes, retirement communities, and schools. While these actions 

donôt generate revenues, we do gain a sense of satisfaction that your book donations are being used to enhance peopleôs lives. In addi-

tion, FOL has two ñfreebieò tables, engineered and built by Friends board member Bos Stevens located outside the Anytime Room , 

where books, magazines, and other materials may be picked up.    

 On behalf of the FOL board, I wish to thank all of our Friends of the Library for your support through annual membership 

dues, as well as book donations and sale book purchases. Without your financial support, we simply could not function. If you have 

not renewed your membership for 2018-19, you can do so by downloading the membership form from our Friends website or by pick-

ing up a form at the circulation desk in the library. When you submitted your membership form, you should have received a recogni-

tion note from the Friends thanking you for your support and indicating that your contributions are tax deductible. If you failed to re-

ceive such recognition, please contact me, Lynn Reinschmiedt, at lrein49@gmail.com. On that subject, FOL recently received a gen-

erous ñRetirement Distribution Checkò in the amount of $2,068.65 from National Financial Services LLC without the name of the 

individual donor included.
